	Cornea
	Transparent layer
Does most of the refraction (bending) of light rays that enter the eye

	Iris
	The coloured portion of the eye
Controls how much light enters the eye

	Lens
	Along with the Cilliary muscle & the suspensory ligament  control focusing of the image on the retina


	Pupil
	Circular opening which lets light into the eye


	Retina
	Thin layer which contains the light-sensitive cells (rods & cones)
Generates electrical signal that is transmitted by optic nerve


	Vitreous humour
	Jelly-like substance which helps to keep the shape of the eyeball
Supports lens & keeps retina in place at back of eye

	Optic nerve
	Carries/transports electrical signal to brain which is interpreted as sight in the visual centre at the rear of the brain
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shape (also called the vitreous humor)
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transmits electrical impulses from
the retina to the brain
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
