The habitat and community considered together

Environmental factors: food supply, predators etc.
3. What are 3 advantages of eating plant products over animal products?
Vitamins/minerals, more fibre (roughage), there is loss of energy along food chain so more efficient to eat plants

7. What are 2 advantages and 2 disadvantages of using nitrogen fertilizers?
Advantages: greater yield, utilize more growing area
Disadvantages: pollution of water due to algae growth, expensive

Advantages: easier to grow, great yield
Disadvantages: resistant insects, human consumption of chemicals
9. Chose one of the 3 cycles above and describe how human behavior and disrupt it
Deforestation: stops transpiration occurring in water cycle, stops CO2  leaving air since less tress to photosynthesize

Fertilized eggs becomes the seed, water is lost as seed is now dormant
Ovary develops into fruits surrounding seeds

Temperature, water, nutrients/growth medium
15. How does the ovary and uterus change throughout the menstrual cycle?
Ovary: follicle matures until ruptures and egg is released, then secretes estrogen

Uterus: lining thickens until it sheds (start of menstruation)
16. What are 2 examples of mechanical and 2 examples of chemical means of birth control?
Mechanical: rhythm method, condom
Chemical: birth control pill, morning-after pill, spermicidal jelly
17. What is the role of amniotic fluid and the placenta to the fetus?
Fluid: shock absorber
Placenta: filter and exchange of materials
18. Describe the steps in intercourse, fertilization and implantation for humans
19. List and describe the functions of all parts of the male reproductive system
Penis: method by which sperm can enter woman
Vas deferens: tube carrying sperm to seminal vesicle
Prostate: adds fluid/enzymes to semen
Epididymis: tissue in testis that creates sperm
Testis: male sex organ where gamete created
Urethra: tube where urine or semen exits the penis
Seminal vesicles: creates most of fluid that makes up semen
20. Describe the hormones and their effects during human adolescence.
Male: testosterone – shoulders widen, voice lowers, sperm production

Female: estrogen – breasts develop, hips widen, ovulation starts
